Dear Parent / Guardian: 

We are pleased to that you have enrolled your child in the Sunday Table Tennis Academy.  It is our intention to provide expert skills-based instruction in a fun, challenging and social environment for each enrolled student.   
American Youth Table Tennis is a non-profit organization.  Our mission is to organize, develop, and implement innovative programs in the international sport of Table Tennis that promote the emotional and physical well-being of inner-city youth.  This academy is an important extension of our mission.  Finally we should all be aware, that this program would not be possible without the support of Public School (MAT) 126.   They are providing us with the playing venue. 
Below are some important announcements:

· Start Time: The Academy will start promptly at 11:00 AM.  At 11:15 our coaches will conduct an active “physical warm-up”.  Please make sure that your child arrives on time.

· Guests in School:  All students and adults must stay in the gym except to use the bathrooms and to get waters.  Ring the bell twice to enter the building and keep the front door closed at all times.  

· Skills-Based Instruction.  AYTTO will provide between two hours of skills-based instruction.  Each week students will be divided into groups and asked to practice with one another. Our coaches will follow the International Table Tennis Federation learning process.  During the program your child may be challenged to display new skills learned. At the end of the program we hope to provide each child with an official internationally recognized award certificate. 
· Food-Water:  We encourage you to have your child bring a water bottle with them to each class.  Soda and sugar drinks aren’t recommended.  Water is best.  We will also be taking a 15 minute snack break during each session.  Please consider packing a healthy snack for your child.  

· Match Play: Each week we will offer students a chance to participate and play friendly challenge matches against one another.   

· Team Play – Team Work.  Table tennis is a social sport.  Our coaches view all participants as a member of a “team”.  We will encourage dialog, communication and sportsmanship.  

· Culminating Event:  Funding permitting, we would like to “enter this group as a team” in a regional table tennis tournament.  Visit www.aytto.org for a listing of official tournaments in May and June. Stay tuned.  
· Parent Committee:  We are seeking two or three parents to steer a parent committee.  Time commitment 3 to 5 hours a month.  Please contact me by email at bennisbet@aytto.org if interested.
